People often ask about the CWA (Country 
Women’s Association) hall situated on the 
highway through Deepwater, and records 
recently sent from the NSW CWA shed 
light on the history of this little venue, 
which currently serves as a preschool. 

According to the association, the block of 
land at 50 Tenterfield Street was 
purchased on 30 July 1936 for £50.  

As far as records can assess, the CWA 
Deepwater Branch opened its present rest 
rooms in November 1947, when an army 
hut was purchased and moved to the site. 
The building was subsequently lined and a 
chimney and fireplace installed. 

Another entry gives more details: “At our 
autumn sale, two army huts were 
purchased, (for £200) and our CWA room 
was built from the material in them, on 

land that Mr Kelly, a resident of 
Deepwater, had presented to the branch.” 

The branch had started in July 1932 and 
initially conducted its meetings in 
Deepwater’s School of Arts Hall. 

In 1949, the newly erected CWA ‘Rest 
Rooms’ were painted, and by 1950, the 
rooms housed a baby health clinic. By 
1951 there was also a children’s 
playground in the yard. 

In 1953, the block also sported a tennis 
court, and Mrs I McIntosh was its 
president. 

Later, the local Apex Club built the 
present toilet block on the building. 

An asbestos roof was replaced in 1992, 
with new foundations installed in 1999 
and a repaint in 2001. 

From 2005 to when the CWA Branch 
closed on 30 Sept 2011, the following 
office bearers kept it going:

In 2012, Deepwater Progress Association 
got community support to keep the 
building going. A lease was signed in 
2013 with the CWA so that the preschool 
– which started meeting there in 1985 – 
could continue its use of the venue. 

The playground improvements were 
completed by the Glen Innes Preschool, 
and the current treasurer of the the 
Progress Association does the mowing to 
keep the grounds tidy for the children. 

The Preschool presently has 15 little 

people attending.   This number has 

fluctuated since 2012 from 4 to 7 to 11 

now 15. 

It has gone from one Pre School day a 

week to two days now. 

The pathways in the yard have been 

improved by the removal of thick 

overhanging trees in the Southeastern 

corner of the yard. Rabbit and child 

proofing has been installed all around 

underneath the building. 

The old woodshed was removed when the 

reverse cycle heaters were installed.  It 

was felt it too dangerous to have the wood 

heater on in the building with the small 

children around it.
