November is Adopt a Turkey Month and 

Manatee Awareness Month, and also 

contains Polar Bear Week, World Tsunami 

Awareness Day and World Toilet Day. 

There are many other “awareness” 

events throughout November. One of 

particular note is November 16th – 

International Day for Tolerance. 

 

The UNESCO “Declaration of Principles on 

Tolerance” describes tolerance as 

“respect, acceptance and appreciation of 

the rich diversity of our world's cultures, 

our forms of expression and ways of 

being human... Tolerance is harmony in 

difference.” 

Even in a small town like ours you can 

find diversity and difference, both in our 

history and our current population. 

Deepwater (like all Australian towns) was 

founded on Aboriginal land. The 

Ngoorabul people occupied the local area 

for thousands of years before Europeans 

began settling in the 1830s, and continue 

to today. In fact the local Aboriginal 

population, at 7.5%, is double the 

national percentage. 

 

The 2021 Census includes other 

interesting results too. Nearly one third of 

Deepwater people say they have no 

religion. One in seven report having a 

long-term mental health condition. In 

2021 there were 29 residents who had 

previously served in the defence forces. 

Meanwhile, national surveys conducted 

this year suggest LGBT+ people could 

represent as many as 9.11% of all 

Australians – which could mean around 

40-50 local residents belonging to that 

community. 

 

International Day for Tolerance is a 

reminder to consider both our differences 

and the many things we all have in 

common. Diversity is something to be 

cherished and celebrated.
